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Biographical Information

Igor Viktorovich Pekov (b 1967) is a Senior Researcher in the Department of Mineralogy of Lomonosov Moscow State University.  He is the author or coauthor of more than 300 scientific publications, including five books, and the discoverer of 33 new mineral species and codiscoverer of an additional 22. In 2003, he had a new mineral named after him  (Pekovite SrB2Si2O8).

Pekov defended his PhD thesis in 1997 and in February 2005 his Sc.D, entitled Genetic Mineralogy and Crystal Chemistry of Rare Elements in High-Alkaline Postmagmatic Systems.  He does additional research for the Vernadsky Institute of the Russian Academy of Sciences.  He has a growing personal research collection of over 2700 mineral specimens. 

His awards include that from the Russian Mineralogical Society in 1998 for his mineralogical monograph Minerals First Discovered on the Territory of the Former Soviet Union the Count Ivan Shuvalov Prize of Lomonosov MSU for his series of research works Mineralogy of Alkaline Pegmatites. He has been an editor of Mineralogical Almanac since 2000.  

His research interests include mineralogy of alkaline rocks; mineralogy, crystal chemistry and geochemistry of rare elements; minerogenesis in the pegmatite and hydrothermal systems; crystal chemistry and properties of microporous minerals; and history of mineralogy. He studies the mineralogy of alkaline complexes and granitic pegmatites of the Kola Peninsula, Urals, Greenland, Canada, Norway, Morocco and other regions.  He is the author of the book on the Lovosero Massif in Kola and does field work annually there with his wife, Anna.

Anna Georgievna Turchkova is a science researcher in the Department of Mineralogy of Lomonosov Moscow State University, from which she graduated in 1985.  After work in the Institute of the Lithosphere in the Russian Academy of Sciences, she returned to Lomonosov MSU as a researcher and defended her PhD thesis in 1998.  She is author or coauthor more than 40 scientific publications including the 2004 book Zeolites of Alkaline Massifs.  Her research interests are crystal chemistry and properties of zeolites and zeolite-like minerals and the mineralogy of alkaline rocks.  Her research includes field work on alkaline complexes of the Kola Peninsula.
